Marlboro and Wayland report usages of 350 – 500 doses, Natick 1100, Framingham 2200 (an historic high) with special Saturday clinic for 2 and up. 





There is a Task Force meeting in Jamaica Plain state lab for adult immunization. This solicitation came before the memos were released instructing on vaccine shortages to adults and children in MA.
